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Passion for Learning 
Photography and Filming Policy  


[This policy was created under the guidance of NSPCC recommendations]


Passion for Learning works with children and families in various settings. These include: 
· Enrichment Clubs
· 1:1 support sessions
· Day trips
· Immersive learning experiences
· Charity Fundraising events 
· Additional clubs and opportunities

The purpose of this policy statement is to: 

· Outline the principles agreed to by signing our ‘photograph and video permission form’.
· Protect children and young people who take part in Passion for Learning’s services, events and activities, specifically those where photographs and videos may be taken. 
· Set out the overarching principles that guide our approach to photographs/videos being taken of children and young people during our events and activities. 
· To ensure that we operate in line with our values and within the law when creating, using and sharing images of children and young people.
 
This policy statement applies to all staff, volunteers and other adults associated with Passion for Learning.


Legal framework 

This policy has been drawn up on the basis of legislation, policy and guidance that seeks to protect children in England. Summaries of key legislation and guidance is available on:

We recognise that: 

· The welfare of the children and young people taking part in our activities is paramount. 
· Children and their parents/carers have a right to decide whether their images are taken and used, regardless of age, disability, gender reassignment, race, religion or belief, sex or sexual orientation. 
· Consent to take images of children is only meaningful when the children and their parents/carers understand the potential risks associated with the use and distribution of these images. 
· There are potential risks associated with sharing images of children online. 

	
We will seek to keep children and young people safe by: 
· Always asking for written consent from a child’s parents or carers before taking and using a child’s image. 
· Only using the first names of children whose images are being used in published material.  
· Never publishing personal information about individual children. 
· Making sure children, their parents and carers understand how images of children will be securely stored and for how long (please refer to our privacy statement found at www.passion-for-learning.com). 
· Using images that positively reflect young people’s involvement in the activity. 
· Reducing the risk of images being used inappropriately by only using images of children engaging in appropriate activities.

Photography and/or filming for Passion for Learning’s use
We recognise that our staff members, volunteers, trusted partners or trusted organisations might use photography and filming as an aid in supporting Passion for Learning’s intentions. However, children/young people and their parents/carers must be made aware that this is part of our intentions and give written consent prior to photography/videos being taken or used.



Photography and videos may be used by:
· Passion for Learning
· Partnered Schools
· Our trusted partners/funders
· Media with the sole intention of promoting, celebrating or illustrating our work at Passion for Learning
· Other supporting organisations with consent from Passion for Learning

Photography and videos will be used with the intention of:
· Advertising, celebrating, illustrating and endorsing the intentions of Passion for Learning.
· Showcasing our events, activities or work with children in the context of Passion for Learning’s intentions.
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
